No need to
get closer than about a foot or 10 inches.

e Read your script at least 3 times on the one recording.

e Stop the recording by pressing the stop square
button.

5. Label the recording “Your Name-Word or Phrase” and save
as an m4a, mp3, or wav.
6. Share/send/email the recording to Doyon.Word@kuac.org

7. Once we have received your recording, we will email you
back so you know you are successful!
